ALL students in grades PreK thru 12 in schools with a PTA organization are eligible and
encouraged to participate. Winners will be selected from each school in each art area to
advance to the state level. Projects may be completed in school or at homel!

This year's entries should reflect the theme "Beauty Is . . ."” (only new pieces of artwork
inspired by the theme are eligible).
PLEASE MAKE SURE THAT EACH ENTRY RELATES TO THE THEME!!

Students may submit work in any or all of the following categories: Literature, Musical
Composition, Photography, Visual Arts (no 3-D works!), Dance Choreography, and Film
Production. There is no limit on the number of entries a student may submit in any
category.

Specific rules for each arts area are attached to this sheet. PLEASE CHECK TO MAKE

Each entry must be the original work of only ONE student. An adult may not alter, change,
or enhance the creative integrity of a student’s work. Help from an adult or collaboration
with other students is NOT allowed!

Use of copyrighted material is prohibited!ll This includes copyrighted cartoon characters
or other such material in visual arts and photography entries. Musical compositions and
literature entries are not to borrow from copyrighted material either.

ALL entries must be turned into your school's PTA representative by no later than Friday,
November 20, 2009. (Some schools may have different entry dates.) Entries will be
Jjudged and the winners forwarded on to the State Competition in January.
